We also
distributed their final Year 12 Report. Year 12 students can come on site next week
to support their STUVAC intensive study period or meet teachers that they may
have organised appointment times with. If Year 12 students choose to make use of
this venue for their study, pre-organised teacher consultation, or to collect their
final Report, they are asked to ensure they:

- Wear a mask to and from school;

- Enter and leave via the access route outlined above;

- Stay within D Block and Passive Area;

- Do not mingle with peers in other Year groups.
It is very important that Year 12 students take very good care of themselves in the lead up to the HSC exams
and don’t take any unnecessary risks with CoVid safety precautions.
